After one-and-a-half years of
searching for the perfect location, nine
months spent in gaining permits and building
out the structure, Chat and his wife, McKen-
zie, recently announced the grand opening of
their state-of-the-art, one-of-a-kind training
facility, the XMA World Headquarters,
located in the heart of the NoHo Arts District
in North Hollywood, California.

The XMA World Headquarters is the flag-
ship training facility for XMA and was designed
to accommodate beginning students, elite-
level competitors and professionals in the
stunt, acrobatic, gymnastic, dance, circus and
martial arts industries. The XMA HQ staff
includes world champion martial artists, stunt
industry professionals, Capoeira Brasil instruc-
tors, and Cirque du Soleil and Ringling Bros.
acrobats. Classes at the XMA HQ include
XMA, capoeira, stunts, trampoline, acrobatics
and circus arts by Focus Fish.

The 5, 100-square-foot XMA World
Headquarters is complete with an Olympic

Stratum fiberglass spring floor, twenty-foot
tumble track, foam pit, Eurobed competition
trampoline, Swain-Dollamur flooring and is
rigged for Hong Kong-style wire work.
Members also enjoy a VIP lounge, locker
rooms, theatrical sound and lighting for
performances, a homework counter/work-
station, iMac editing stations loaded with Final
Cut and the entire facility has free Wi-Fi.
Members can shoot their own videos, load
them into Final Cut, edit them and send them
off to casting directors, producers and stunt
coordinators for auditions and industry work.
